a) visa is required 
b) Indonesia visa requirements (mail in): 
 

Original, signed United States passport with at least 6 months of remaining validity. 
 
Passport-type photographs: 2 
 
Itinerary. Copy of round trip tickets or confirmed itinerary. 
 
Yellow Fever Vaccination. If the applicant has traveled within the last 90 days to any of 
the Yellow Fever Countries an International Certificate of Vaccination for Yellow Fever 
will be required. 
 
Bank Statement. Copy of a recent bank statement showing proof of sufficient funds. 
 
Employment Letter. A letter from your employer/school (on business letterhead, with 
contact details), stating that a leave of absence has been granted and that you will be 
returning to your current job. If you are self-employed, include a copy of your business 
license and tax return. If you are retired please submit proof of your retirement fund. 
Additional required documents for minors (under 18): 
 
- Birth Certificate. A NOTARIZED copy of the applicant's birth certificate. 
- Letter of Consent. A NOTARIZED letter of consent signed by both parents, specifying 
who will be traveling with the child and authorizing the Consulate to issue a visa to the 
child. 
 
There are restricted regions in Indonesia. The four regions are: Maluku, Poso, and Irian 
Jaya/West Papua. Applicants seeking to visit the restricted regions must obtain special 
authorization from Indonesian authorities.
